CHARACTERISTICS OF PHYSICAL CONDITION INDICES OF FUTURE LAW
ENFORCEMENT PROFESSIONALS

Abstract. The article presents the results of evaluating physical condition indices of students - future law enforcement
professionals. Objective. To study the priority types of motor activity of future law enforcement professionals,
to evaluate the indices of their physical condition as a basis for the development of a program of professionally
applied physical training. Methods. Analysis and generalization of special scientific and methodological literature,
sociological (questionnaire method), pedagogical (pedagogical testing, pedagogical experiment), anthropometric,
physiological methods of research, methods of mathematical statistics. Results. Experimental work was carried out
at the Zhytomyr State Technological University. The study involved 48 first- and second-year students. The results of
questioning of future law enforcement officers show that the priority types of motor activity are the means of health
fitness, in particular, power fitness, functional training, crossfit, recreational running, sports games. Assessment of
physical development indices allowed to reveal that by most of the studied indices they are within the age norm.
According to physical work capacity indices, it appeared that the majority of students (62.5%) have an average,
good - 31.3%, excellent - 6.5%. Unsatisfactory indices were not found among the studied contingent. Assessment
of the level of physical health by the method of GL Apanasenko showed the following results: 6.2% of students had
low level of physical health, 14.5% - below average, 25.0% - average, 35.4% - above average, 18.9% high.
