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ORGANIZATIONAL FOUNDATIONS OF IMPLEMENTATION OF INCLUSIVENESS
IN SPORTS

Abstract. Nowadays, more and more attention is paid to the role of sports in promoting social
inclusion both in scientific research and in international politics. Researchers point out that a
number of factors can determine people’s participation in sports activities. Based on the idea

of inclusion as a process of increasing the degree of participation of all citizens in society,
regardless of their characteristics or differences, this study offers a comprehensive critical
review of scientific literature and is designed to provide an understanding of the organizational
basis of the implementation of inclusiveness in sports at a qualitatively new level. Objective.
Narrative review and systematization of the organizational foundations of implementation of
inclusiveness in sports based on the analysis of determinants of involvement in sports activities
and key indicators of building an inclusive sports culture. Methods. Analysis and systematization
of scientific literature, induction, deduction, comparison and contrasting, methods of systemic
and logical analysis, synthesis and generalization. Results. The economic, physical, social, and
psychological determinants were examined that can affect the participation of representatives

of different population groups in sports activities at the macro-, meso- and micro-levels. An
inclusive approach to sports activities can provide benefits for all participants and create a
sports environment where every person feels welcome and involved. Comparing and contrasting
the findings of the study revealed that this requires understanding and addressing diversity,
promoting equity, and ensuring inclusion as key aspects of inclusive sport policy.
